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Classroom Management Plan
Philosophy of Classroom Management

· According to Fredrick Jones’s positive classroom discipline, it always better deter unwanted behavior by preventing it from happing. This sound philosophy of discipline is the model I chose to follow in my classroom. It is non confrontational, provides an adequate solution to problems, and most importantly it works.
· Because mutual respect for people’s personal space creates a positive learning environment, students will not encroach on other personal space. 
· A safe, positive, and respectful environment is needed to maximize student learning. Behavior should be exemplary of that in the classroom in order for learning to be rampant. 
· Because procedures maintain a positive, safe, and organized learning environment, classroom procedures and routine will be practiced.
· Because using inappropriate language disrupt student concentration, no inappropriate language will be allowed. 
· Behavioral problems will always be preventative. As the teacher, I will implement positive rules preventing unwanted behaviors and negative situations. Not adhering to the rules or procedures will follow with clear reiteration of the rule and procedures and subsequent action. 
· Because late students disrupt the learning process, tardiness will not be tolerated.
· Communication with parents is needed to arrange phone and classroom conference to resolve student behavioral problems. Participation of administrative intervention will also be required.
· Because homework serves the educational purpose of preparing and reviewing the day’s lessons, homework will be required.
· Because students learn better from each other and not just the teacher, participation is required.
· Because having all materials benefits student to fully participate, students will bring supplies to class.
· Because eating is destructive to educational tools, eating in class will not be allowed.
· Because more than one person speaking at the same time disrupts the educational process, only one person will speak at a time.
List of Rules

1. All procedures will be followed.

2. Any behavior disrupting the educational process is not

   allowed.

3. Students will physically not make contact with others.

4. There will be mutual respect for everyone in the classroom.

5. Students will speak one at a time when acknowledged by the 

teacher.

Failure to follow the rules will be handled on a situational basis, as well as positive consequences. Negative consequences will stem from reiteration of procedures to parent conferences and administrative intervention. Positive consequences will range from free time, movies, and special events.

Task Analysis of One Procedure

The bathroom procedure consists of students raising their hand and going to bathroom on a time limit with out disturbing the class. In order to prevent abuse of bathroom privileges, the student will be on a time limit, and will owe any time over the limit. The procedure will look like this:

1. Raise hand and wait for acknowledgement from teacher.

2. Take hall pass.

3. Set a kitchen timer for five minutes and must return before the bell rings, or make up the time past the allotted time after class.

4. Return pass and set timer to zero.

5. Sit down quietly.

Plan for Implementation of Classroom Management Plan


This will be the implementation plan for the rule: Students will speak one at a time when acknowledged by the teacher.

· Day One- Present procedures to students along with a demonstration of the appropriate behavior. Have students practice by calling on each other for five minutes taking turns being the teacher. The student will only call on students who are raising their hand. Go over the procedure at the end of the day.
· Day two- Remind students of the procedure before beginning the day’s lesson. As the lesson proceeds, and student speak with out raising their hand or being acknowledged by me, I will stop the lesson and reiterate the procedure. At the end of the class, go over procedure again.
· Day three- Remind the class once again about the procedure. I will also tell the class that I will begin ignoring people who are speaking out of turn with out raising their hand, or speaking with out my recognition. At the end of the day the class will acknowledge the fact that I did not recognize those students. Go over procedure at the end of class.
· Day four- I will not go over the procedure. I will ignore the students who still speak with out being recognized, or with out raising their hand. At the end of the day reiterate the procedure for a last time.
· Day five- I will not go over the procedure. There will be not students speaking out of turn or not raising their hands. Students will self-correct or correct peers for not following procedure. There will be no need to go over procedure unless daily bases.
Substitute Plans

1. Daily Dispatch on the board.

“If you could go back in time for one day in History, where    would you go? Why?”

2. In groups of four the students will share their responses.

3. The group will chose the best response to the dispatch and creates an agenda for the activities of that one-day. Keeping in consideration all the missing amenities of time. For example, no electricity.

4. They will then present the schedule to the rest of the class. The best accurately scheduled day will earn extra credit points.
